Mayor Howes asked the Town Attorney for a report on the litiga-

He said the
Town had filed a motion with the court in order to seek a deter-
mination as to whether the Town was required to act to approve
the 0l1d Lystra Subdivision as directed by the Court Order of
December 31, 1987. He said the Town had asked the Court for a
determination that the appeal which was entered by the Town on
January 11, 1988 made further action by the Council unnecessary
until the appeal was heard in the Appellate Courts. Mr. Karpinos
stated that a hearing was held on the motion this morning and the
Judge ruled that further action by the Council to approve the
subidivision pending the appeal was not necessary. He said this
meant no action was required of the Council on the subdivision at
this time.
